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Organ Scholarship – 2026-2027
Dulwich College (Singapore) opened its state-of-the-art green campus in August 2014 and has quickly 
established a strong reputation. We are a co-educational day school, currently catering for students aged 2 
to 18 in classes from Toddler to Year 13.

Our College is academically selective and follows an enriched British curriculum adapted for the needs of our 
international student body. Students follow the IGSCE curriculum in Years 9, 10 and 11, and the IB Diploma 
Programme in Years 12 and 13. Continuing the tradition of excellence started by the founding school in 
London, Dulwich College International graduates go on to study at leading universities in the UK, USA and 
around the world.

Our holistic education founded on scholarship is complemented by rewarding co-curricular programmes. 
Our students are encouraged to participate in sporting competition and every child from the age of seven is 
taught a musical instrument. Drama and opportunities for public speaking feature heavily from an early age.

We o�er a dual language programme in English and Mandarin for students from two to seven years of age 
and daily Mandarin classes, streamed according to ability, in Junior School. Additional modern foreign 
languages are o�ered in our Senior School. The close collaboration among our international group of 
Colleges gives our students unique opportunities to participate in network events and benefit from the 
group's relationships with leading educational and artistic organisations.
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Background
Dulwich College (Singapore) has established an excellent reputation for developing the very finest musicians 
through its extensive music and orchestral programme. Organ Scholarships in Dulwich offer unparalleled 
opportunities to talented organists who wish to develop their skills significantly during the period of their 
academic studies.

Our Organ Scholars undergo a programme of tuition and coaching with a specialist organ teacher to ensure
 that they are able to perform and accompany in various concerts and assemblies at the College. Dulwich 

College (Singapore) holds the distinction of being the only school in Singapore with a pipe organ. The organ 
 was made in Las Pinas, a city near Manila, over the course of a year by a team of 15 craftsmen.

How the Scholarship will work
The 2026-2027 Organ Scholarship can be applied for by any student who considers themselves 
to have the musical qualities, talent and skills required. The College will award one Junior and 
one Senior Organ scholarship each year. The scholarship will cover the cost of weekly private 
tuition (30 minutes per week) during school term time. Scholars are required to practice 30 minutes daily in 
the Music Department Organ Practice Room on school days, either before school, during break time or after 
school.

If the initial application is successful, you will be contacted by the Director of Music to book a Musical 
Assessment and Interview.

The decision will be made by the Director of Music and the Head of College.
