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College Catering Update

This week, 4 NEW food catering vendors came to visit our campus kitchens and restaurants: Aden,
Sodexo, Aramark and ISS. After CNY holiday (18-22 February), all 5 competing vendors (including
Compass) will come to the College and present their proposals to the 12 members of the Food
Committee. Our Food Committee is made up of 12 representatives from DUCKS, Junior School and
Senior School parents, college leadership team and senior school students.

From this first round of presentations, the Food Committee will be responsible for reducing the 5 vendor
bid down to a short list of 3 vendors. The Food Committee will then do site visits of the locations where
these 3 vendors currently operate and cater at other schools or corporate locations. (22 — 25 February)



From that point a strict criteria for selection will determine the winning vendor bid and an announcement
will be made to the community. The estimated time for this announcement will be early Term 3 with
possible changeover of suppliers during the summer which will allow vendor (if new) to refurbish and

prepare their catering according to the needs of our growing school.
