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Today, Mrs Haslett led our College Assembly with a powerful and poignant message for our students.
She spoke about the importance of community and belonging. We are all very lucky to belong to many
communities within Dulwich. We belong to an international community where we have the benefit of
knowing students and teachers from different countries, who have travelled to many places, and bring
with them new and different perspectives for us all to learn from together. We are lucky to belong to our
class communities, and to our team communities — whether they be a football team, or the swimming
squad team, or the orchestra...We each have the opportunity to belong, and it is important that we
respect each of the communities that we belong to.

There are many benefits for us as individuals to belong to different communities. We can learn about
different cultures, we can learn different languages; we can even learn different ways of doing things.
Community mindedness and international mindedness are important for all of us — because these values
shapes us and gives us a broader, more educated view of the world around us.

Sometimes communities break down, or are at risk of threat. Mrs Haslett discussed what happens when
communication is not clear or when people feel left out, or not welcome within a community. She shared



examples from around the world where communities have suffered because of miscommunication, and
as a result there has been violence and suffering. The importance of clear and careful communication
with our friends, our teams, our communities, starts right here at school. This weekend, we encourage
parents to talk openly with your child about the importance of building communities, and having a kind
and caring spirit which welcomes newcomers to our many communities that we offer within Dulwich.
